Curriculum Music:  Part A 

At Heath Hayes we follow a curriculum which broadly echoes that of the model music curriculum (March 2021) but is 

developed to include up to date changes in the industry, teacher specialisms and equipment.

• Half termly teaching of music through subject blocking equating to 39 hours of music taught over the school 
year

• Composing 

• Performing/Instrumental Performance 

• Class instrumental ensembles 

• Song writing
